Al Funded by
the European Union
Introduction

Overview of the importance of youth participation in policy-making.

The definition of youth participation, though varying depending on the context, generally
refers to the active involvement of young people in processes, activities, and decision-making
that affect their lives, local communities, and society as a whole. Young people engage in
different ways and in various processes, from the most visible ones, such as political
involvement, to youth activism within civil society organizations, schools, and directly within
their communities or neighborhoods. Youth participation aims to empower young people,
amplify their voices, and enable them to shape their present and future realities. The Law on
Youth Participation and Youth Policies of North Macedonia defines "youth" as persons aged
15 to 29 years.

According to the United Nations, youth participation in decision-making at the local level
refers to the active involvement of young people in shaping policies, programs, and initiatives
that directly affect their communities and lives.

In line with the European Union Youth Strategy for the period 2019-2027, integrating young
people into local government decision-making encourages inclusive governance and ensures
that policies reflect diverse views and solutions, promoting social cohesion and sustainable
development.

Additionally, according to the National Youth Strategy 2023-2027 of the Republic of North
Macedonia, youth participation contributes to reducing poverty among young people,
combating all forms of discrimination, and promoting social inclusion.

Research on youth trends by the Agency for Sport and Youth (2022), which leads youth
policies in the country, indicates that young people are dissatisfied with the state of affairs in
the country and do not trust the institutions, partly because they are not involved in
decision-making. The Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies from 2020 provides
significant opportunities for youth participation and obligates municipalities to support it
from their local budgets. However, even after four years, youth participation remains low.

More than two-thirds of young people believe they are not adequately involved in
decision-making processes. Additionally, nearly eight out of ten young people think the
authorities either partially or do not care at all about them and their needs, while only
one-third believe the authorities are aware of their needs and problems. Perhaps the most
telling data is that as many as two-thirds of young people have never been consulted by
authorities, either at the local or central level.

The question arises: do the authorities and civil society organizations do enough to motivate
young people to get involved in decision-making processes, or do young people, due to
general mistrust in the system, not want to engage in policy-making at all?
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Democracy is most strongly felt at the local level, a thesis confirmed in Western European
developed societies, where the involvement of citizens in local decision-making processes
fosters a sense of ownership and responsibility. As a result, activism, volunteerism, and direct

involvement of young people in policy-making are daily practices and part of good
governance.

In contrast, youth participation in North Macedonia, even in areas naturally appealing to
young people, remains at a low level. Specifically, only one in five young people participate
in the creation of cultural content or policies in the field of culture. The data is telling: when
"given the appropriate opportunities,” young people show significant interest (77.6%) in
participating in cultural-artistic activities as organizers or participants, compared to 33.7% of
young people who get involved in these processes without proper motivation.

The lack of appropriate opportunities actually reflects the absence of socio-cultural
infrastructure in their places of residence, the non-existence of cultural centers,
cultural-artistic clubs, and an attractive cultural offering. Almost 40% of the youth in the
country believe that their municipality or local community either offers no opportunities to
participate in creating cultural content or that the opportunities are unsatisfactory.

In smaller and rural municipalities, local policymakers face limited resources, both financial
and human, which has impacted the implementation of the obligations outlined in the Law on
Youth Participation and Youth Policies. According to this law, local governments are required
to initiate the process of creating youth centers and to annually allocate 0.1% of the municipal
budget for youth, with the participation of young people in the creation of these policies.

Challenges for Youth Involvement

The participation of young people in the development and adoption of local policies faces
significant challenges. Failure to overcome these challenges leads to youth passivity, which,
in turn, results in ineffective policies being adopted without their participation or input.

e Limited access and awareness — Young people are either uninformed or only
partially informed, and thus insufficiently aware of opportunities to engage in local
governance processes.

e Structural barriers — Existing governance structures, institutional setups,
bureaucracy, political power, and even age restrictions can severely limit youth
participation. However, the Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies provides a
legal framework for young people to overcome these barriers through their mandatory
representation in local policy-making processes.

e Marginalization and discrimination — Marginalized young people, or those who
face various limitations (financial, social, cultural, geographical, etc.), may be
discriminated against by the system and excluded from decision-making processes.
This exclusion results in policies that fail to reflect the views of all young people in
the municipality.
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e Lack of resources and support — Young people often lack not only resources but
also the skills and support necessary for effective policy engagement. This includes
access to non-formal education, specialized training (especially in soft skills and
leadership), mentoring, and financial resources for representation or lobbying. On the
other hand, young people are drivers of innovation and heralds of new trends, which
local authorities tend to adopt over time.

e Tokenism — The use of young people as mere decoration in certain youth
participation initiatives is a notable issue. In some initiatives, which are often driven
by interest groups rather than young people themselves, youth are used as a means to
improve public perception. This tokenization undermines genuine participation. Free
will and equality in processes and policy-making are essential for young people to
truly contribute to positive changes. Without this, youth involvement can lead to
disappointment and increased mistrust in decision-makers.

e Digital Divide- Digital platforms offer new opportunities for youth involvement, but
the digital divide—differences in skills and access to new technologies—can exclude
young people from participating in processes that still occur in traditional,
administratively burdensome ways. Additionally, internet access issues can further
marginalize groups of young people who, for various reasons, lack the resources or
access to participate in online processes.

Beyond these challenges, even when young people are involved in processes and
policy-making, they often face limited influence on decision-making. Decision-makers
frequently underestimate young people due to their age, perceived lack of knowledge, and
inexperience in socio-political processes.

Addressing these challenges requires the joint efforts of local authorities, civil society
organizations, and educational institutions to create inclusive, accessible, and enabling
environments for youth participation in the creation of local policies. These efforts must take
place concurrently and in a language that is both understandable and appealing to young
people. Building awareness, dismantling structural barriers, continuously providing resources
and support, and encouraging genuine youth involvement and representation in
decision-making processes are essential steps. These steps demand commitment,
perseverance, and a long-term vision.

How this Handbook will help young people and youth organizations navigate these
processes

The aim of this manual is to empower young people in North Macedonia by providing them
with the knowledge, tools, and resources to actively participate in policy-making processes at
the local, national, and EU levels. It seeks to equip young people with the understanding of
how they can influence policies that impact their lives and the communities they belong to.
This manual is designed to be a practical guide for young people and youth organizations in
North Macedonia, offering them step-by-step instructions on how to get involved in
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policy-making processes at various levels. The guide will be particularly useful for those

unfamiliar with the mechanisms of participation, as well as for youth organizations looking to
amplify their voices in the public sphere.

v Understanding Policy-Making Structures
The manual provides a comprehensive overview of the policy-making processes, both locally
and nationally, and introduces young people to key institutions, such as youth councils,
advisory bodies, and local government structures. By understanding these mechanisms, youth
can better navigate the landscape and identify where their input is most needed. For instance,
the guide highlights how young people can engage in the decision-making processes within
local governments, such as through the Youth Councils in North Macedonia, and how they
can contribute to policy creation in their own communities.

v Breaking Down Legal Frameworks and Opportunities
The manual outlines the legal frameworks that support youth participation, such as the Law
on Youth Participation and Youth Policies and the National Youth Strategy. By explaining
these laws and regulations in clear and accessible language, the manual will help youth
understand their rights and responsibilities within the legal context. This section ensures that
young people are aware of the formal mechanisms available for them to influence policy, and
how they can use these structures effectively to advocate for change.

v’ Navigating National and Local Opportunities
The guide provides detailed instructions on how to get involved in both national and local
policy-making, using practical examples such as how to participate in public consultations,
submit petitions, and attend relevant meetings. It highlights specific platforms like the
National Youth Council and Local Youth Councils, where youth can represent their interests
and engage in discussions about the policies that affect them. By providing clear steps for
involvement, the manual reduces the complexity of the process and makes it easier for young
people to take action.

v Youth-Led Initiatives and Empowerment
The manual encourages youth-led initiatives, showcasing successful examples from North
Macedonia, such as projects run by youth centers or local youth councils. These examples not
only serve as inspiration but also offer practical insights into how youth can organize and
advocate for change. This section empowers young people to take ownership of their ideas
and initiatives, showing that they are not just passive recipients of policies, but active agents
of change in their communities.

¢’ Building Advocacy Skills
The guide offers step-by-step advice on how to create campaigns, petitions, and advocacy
strategies. It introduces youth to online platforms, tools, and networks that can support their
engagement and help them reach wider audiences. By providing clear guidance on how to
organize and mobilize others, the manual equips young people with the skills needed to
advocate for issues that matter to them and their peers.

v Facilitating International Collaboration
By including sections on EU-level involvement, the manual also opens doors for young
people in North Macedonia to participate in broader European youth initiatives, such as the
European Youth Forum and EU consultations. It introduces them to funding opportunities
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like Erasmus+ and the European Solidarity Corps, helping them see the bigger picture and
how their engagement can extend beyond national borders, fostering a sense of European
solidarity and collaboration.

v’ Practical Case Studies and Success Stories
The guide includes practical case studies and success stories from youth involvement in
policy-making processes at different levels, both locally and internationally. These case
studies will inspire and motivate young people to get involved, showing them that their
voices can lead to meaningful change. It also provides valuable lessons on how to overcome
challenges and best practices that youth can apply in their own contexts.

¢/ Continuous Support and Contact Information
To ensure that young people and youth organizations in North Macedonia can continue their
journey of policy engagement, the manual provides contact information for key institutions
and organizations, both governmental and non-governmental. This offers youth a direct
channel for seeking advice, support, and guidance as they navigate the policy-making
processes.

1. Involvement at the Local Level

How young people can get involved in local decision-making processes

Respecting the principles of inclusiveness, diversity, accessibility, transparency, and
accountability ensures a shift from "making policies for youth" to "creating policies together
with youth."

When discussing youth involvement, the common perception is that young people should
primarily engage in shaping policies that are appealing to them, such as those related to
culture and sports. However, opportunities for a better life for young people are created
across all sectors of society, and there are no areas exclusive to youth. On the contrary,
sectors like public transport, communal services, social protection, healthcare, security, the
local economy, urban planning, gender equality, anti-discrimination, and social inclusion
have the potential to define the quality of life for young people both now and in the long
term, well into adulthood. Therefore, youth involvement in policy-making should not be
limited to topics that are currently of interest to them, but should extend to all issues that are
relevant to improving the lives of all citizens.

The key principles that support the real and effective involvement of young people in joint
policy-making with local government include:

e Inclusivity — Involving diverse youth opinions and perspectives from various youth
identities, including national, religious, gender, cultural, and social backgrounds.
Local policies should reflect the views of society as a whole.

e Empowerment — Providing resources, support, and opportunities for young people to
take on leadership roles in local communities. For young people to actively engage in
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local governance processes and contribute meaningfully, they need knowledge,
financial resources, and administrative support. This includes offering training, skills
development, and networking opportunities, which local authorities should provide
with strong involvement from civil society.

e Transparency and Accountability — Ensuring access to information,
decision-making procedures, and opportunities for feedback. Today, more than ever,
this principle is essential for youth involvement, as communication via social media is
rapid and information is easily verified. Local governments must enable transparency
and accountability through the communication channels used by young people, using
language that is both clear and engaging for them.

e Sustainability — Creating policies that foster lasting change, rather than short-term
projects that engage young people temporarily. This means involving youth in
institutionalizing mechanisms for their participation in local governance processes
and in monitoring policy implementation.

e Partnerships — Encouraging cooperation and partnerships between youth
organizations, local government, and civil society. Such partnerships facilitate
resource mobilization, knowledge exchange, and lead to joint actions in addressing
local challenges.

How, Where, and with Whose Help Youth Initiatives Can Be Submitted: Steps for
Involvement

In the Municipality of Bitola, an institutional infrastructure has been established to support
and promote youth involvement. Youth initiatives are welcomed and enabled in various
formats. Modern technologies, especially electronic communication, offer quick and easy
access to local organizations and the municipal administration when submitting youth
initiatives. Although there are objective barriers to youth involvement in local governance,
various local actors—such as civil society organizations and informal youth groups—act as
facilitators in these processes.

Youth initiatives can be submitted to the Local Youth Council, the Youth Officer, or directly
to the municipality, the Mayor, or the Municipal Council of Bitola.

Youth Officer

The Municipality of Bitola has appointed a Youth Officer responsible for implementing youth
programs and projects and serving as an information point for all issues concerning young
people under the jurisdiction of the local government.

The Youth Officer also manages the Youth Office, located within the municipal building,
where all young people are welcome to obtain relevant information and receive consultations
on how to get involved in local governance and submit youth initiatives. This office serves as
a bridge between youth and the municipal administration and as the executive office for
youth policies and programs adopted by the Municipal Council. The office’s coordinating
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role is realized through cooperation with civil society organizations, educational institutions,
the University, youth and sports clubs, and informal youth groups from the municipality.
Additionally, the Youth Officer, through this office, acts as a liaison between national and

international organizations that support youth participation through various funds and
projects.

Local Strategy for Youth

A Local Strategy for Youth is a strategic document that, in line with the National Youth
Strategy, sets medium-term goals and priorities for developing youth policies and promoting
youth interests at the local level. It also establishes organizational, financial, and
administrative measures for achieving these goals.

The local strategy includes an Action Plan for implementation, outlining specific activities,
timelines, responsible entities, budget projections, and evaluation criteria for assessing the
strategy’s success. The Municipal Council adopts the local strategy for youth, along with its
action plan, for a five-year period. This strategy is developed by the municipalities, including
those in Skopje, in collaboration with the Local Youth Council. The action plans for the local
youth strategy are also prepared jointly by the municipalities and the Local Youth Council
and are adopted by the Municipal Council for a period of one to three years, accompanied by
a budget for their implementation.

The main strategic document that outlines the vision for improving youth conditions in the
Municipality of Bitola is the Local Strategy for Youth, which covers the period from 2023
to 2027. The primary goal of the Youth Strategy—"Active involvement of young people in all
spheres of life at the local level, promoting and strengthening their capacities and motivation
through concrete measures for youth activism and increased participation in decision-making
processes"—can only be achieved through synergy between the system and the youth.

The strategy defines specific goals across 8 key areas: youth participation, youth work,
education, culture, entrepreneurship, support in employment, and security. Each of these
thematic units has its own set of objectives and outcomes to be achieved over the next five
years, with specific activities outlined in the Action Plan. The Youth Strategy was developed
through an extensive consultative process, involving youth and various stakeholders from
different sectors of the local community.

In addition, youth services like the Youth Center offer support in addressing the
administrative challenges of creating and submitting youth initiatives to local authorities.
Civil organizations represent young people and serve as promoters of youth initiatives and
collaborative policy-making processes.

Youth Center

Youth centers are spaces where programs are developed and implemented to enhance the
well-being of young people, support their personal, social, and professional growth, and
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provide essential information on matters of interest to them. Youth workers are responsible
for engaging with young people at the youth center.

Examples of Successful Youth-Led Initiatives at the Local Level
Bitola Youth Center (MCB)

The Bitola Youth Center (MCB), opened in March 2023, is described as a "place of
opportunities and potential" that provides every aspect of development young people need to
succeed. "We believe in the limitless potential of young people and in the transformative
power of the community. Located in the heart of Bitola, our youth center is more than just a
space; it is a dedicated center for nurturing, strengthening, and inspiring the next generation,"
states the Youth Center's website, www.mcb.mk.

MCB serves as both a catalyst for youth initiatives and an implementer of activities stemming
from the annual youth programs and the Local Strategy for Youth of Bitola. The civic
organizations leading it have been working for years to improve youth conditions in the
municipality, and they have the mandate to represent the interests of young people to local
authorities.

The primary goal of the Youth Center is to facilitate and intensify youth participation in the
creation and adoption of local youth policies and decisions. This goal is achieved through
various activities, including:

Non-formal education to empower young people (trainings, seminars),

Events to popularize youth issues,

Creative workshops for personal development,

Networking and exchange programs with youth from across the country and
abroad.

In 2023, the Youth Center organized 207 events, reaching over 2,000 young people. It also
involved 16 civil society organizations in its operations. Above all, the Youth Center is a
place where young people feel safe and free to express their opinions and explore their
perceptions of the society they live in.

Local Youth Council (LMS)

The Local Youth Council (LMS) of Bitola is composed of 9 members who represent young
people before the Municipal Council on youth-related policies and advise decision-makers on
youth issues. These members were elected by the Local Youth Assembly, which includes
youth organizations, political youth groups, school and student organizations, and other youth
associations in the Municipality of Bitola.

Representatives of the Local Youth Council have the right to:
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Propose items related to youth for the agenda of the Bitola Municipal Council,
Initiate and provide feedback on issues concerning youth,
Participate in the creation and implementation of the local youth strategy and other
policies,
Communicate youth-related issues to the municipality, and

Perform other advisory and advocacy tasks in accordance with the Law on Youth
Participation and Youth Policies.

Despite its advisory role, the LMS has faced challenges in reaching young people. Due to
administrative barriers and the division of educational institution management—especially
secondary schools and the university—this body has limited access to young people.
Communication with high school students through workshops and educational events, as well
as promoting youth activism, is hindered by the requirement for permits from the national
level (Ministry of Education).

The Bitola Local Youth Council was elected in 2021 with a 2-year mandate and the option
for re-election. Any young person in the Municipality of Bitola has the right to address LMS
members with their initiatives or requests for consultation and participation in its work.

The Municipality of Bitola allocates an annual budget for youth projects, including cultural
and sports activities, which are of high interest to young people. However, young people
often face a lack of resources for implementing youth initiatives. Financial support is also
available from various domestic and international organizations, such as the EU, UNDP,
USAID, and the Sports and Youth Agency.

3. Involvement at the National Level

Youth Participation in Policy-Making: Legal Framework

Youth participation in decision-making processes is crucial for creating inclusive and
forward-thinking policies. In North Macedonia, young people represent a significant
demographic group, and their involvement in national policy decisions is essential for
fostering a sustainable and democratic society. Although some progress has been made in
promoting youth engagement in areas like education, environmental protection, and
economic development, there remain challenges in ensuring meaningful participation.

The legal framework in North Macedonia provides a foundation for youth involvement in
policy-making:

e The Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies (enacted in 2020)
institutionalizes youth involvement. It establishes the National Youth Council and
mandates the creation of Local Youth Councils, which represent young people's
interests at the municipal level. These councils serve as formal mechanisms for youth
to participate in consultations and contribute to policy development.
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e The National Strategy for Youth (2016-2025) outlines the country’s vision for youth
development and engagement across sectors. It emphasizes the importance of
involving young people in decision-making processes at both local and national
levels. The strategy establishes medium-term goals and priorities for youth policy

development and provides organizational, financial, and administrative measures for
their realization.

National Strategy and Action Plan

The National Strategy for Youth is implemented through an Action Plan that includes
specific activities, timelines, responsible stakeholders, budget projections, and evaluation
criteria. This action plan is prepared by the Agency for Youth and Sports, following
consultations with the National Advisory Body for Youth, and is submitted to the
Government of the Republic of North Macedonia for approval. The strategy and action plans
are valid for periods ranging from one to five years.

The strategy is funded by the Budget of the Republic of North Macedonia, and the
government is required to prepare an annual report on its implementation. This report, which
includes progress on the action plan, is reviewed by the Assembly of the Republic of North
Macedonia by June 30 of the current year, covering the previous year’s activities.

Opportunities for Youth Involvement

National policy-making processes in North Macedonia provide several opportunities for
youth involvement, including:

e Participation in consultations organized by the National Youth Council and Local
Youth Councils,

e Engagement with the National Advisory Body for Youth, which advises on
youth-related policies,

e Involvement in the development of the National Strategy for Youth through public
consultations facilitated by the Agency for Youth and Sports.

These frameworks aim to ensure that young people are included in shaping policies that
affect their lives and contribute to the development of their communities. However, ongoing
efforts are required to address challenges such as limited resources, lack of awareness, and
structural barriers that hinder meaningful youth participation at the national level.

The National Strategy for Youth is implemented using financial resources from the Budget
of the Republic of North Macedonia. Each year, the Government of the Republic of
North Macedonia is required to prepare an annual report on the implementation of both the
National Strategy for Youth and the accompanying action plan. This report is reviewed by the
Assembly of the Republic of North Macedonia no later than June 30 of the current year,
covering the progress and activities of the previous year.
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Mechanisms for youth involvement and youth servises

Although the Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies provides opportunities and
guidelines for broad and systematic involvement of young people, young people still face a
series of challenges for active involvement in social processes. The percentage of young
people who use these mechanisms from the existing Law is extremely low, that is, even
two-thirds of young people have never been consulted by the authorities during the creation
of policies, neither at the local nor at the central level. These findings, 4 years after the
adoption of the Law, open questions about its effectiveness and the need for additional
regulation of this area with particular emphasis on the different needs and challenges of
young people depending on the place of residence on the one hand and the capacities of the
municipalities on the other hand.

In Article 3 of the Law, paragraph 3, "youth participation" is defined as a process that enables
young people to participate and jointly make decisions about policies and programs that
directly or indirectly shape the lives of young people. From there, the mechanisms available
to them for direct involvement in policy and decision-making include the National Advisory
Body for Youth Policies and Local Youth Councils. In addition, the Law provides for youth
services whose purpose is to serve as a link between specific youth needs and
decision-makers, but also to implement adopted youth policies and programs at the local
level.

National Youth Assembly

The National Youth Assembly is a body of forms of youth organization that elects youth
representatives in the advisory body, creates priorities and policies for the representation of
youth representatives, and coordinates and monitors their work.

National Advisory Body for Youth Policies

The National Advisory Body for Youth Policies is a body for cooperation between youth
representatives and representatives of state administration bodies that has an advisory and
supervisory role in the implementation of youth policies and youth activities. The advisory
body is established by decision of the Government of the Republic of North Macedonia. An
advisory body is composed of representatives appointed by the state administration bodies,
but not more than eight members and nine youth representatives elected by the National
Youth Assembly, one of whom is the president. The members appointed by the state
administration bodies have a mandate of two years with the right to another election. The
youth representatives elected by the representative body have a mandate of two years with the
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right to another election. An advisory body has rules of procedure. Administrative, financial,

and logistical support for the work of the advisory body is provided by the Government of the
Republic of North Macedonia.

The National Youth Policy Advisory Body:

e Gives opinions and recommendations for the implementation of regulations and youth
policies,

e Gives an opinion on the National Strategy for Youth and on the action plan for the
implementation of the National Strategy for Youth,

e Gives an opinion on the budget funds intended for youth as well as proposals,
opinions and recommendations on the financing of activities related to youth,

e Initiates consideration of youth issues to the Government and Parliament of the
Republic of North Macedonia,

e Proposes the establishment of mechanisms for evaluating youth participation and
realization of youth interests in social life,

e Publishes reports (thematic and periodic) on the rights, opportunities, and needs of
young people in the Republic of North Macedonia,

e Follows the recommendations of the European Union for youth and advocates for the
improvement of youth policies,

e Organizes events and consultations for its work with youth organizations and young
people and performs other work related to young people and their interests.

These mechanisms and bodies are essential tools for young people to actively participate in
the shaping of policies that directly affect them, with the ultimate goal of fostering a more
inclusive and youth-friendly governance system. However, despite the presence of such legal
frameworks, the actual engagement and involvement of youth in these processes remain
limited, requiring further attention and efforts to enhance their effectiveness and reach.

Opportunities for Youth in North Macedonia to Influence National Policy Decisions

Youth Activism and Campaigns

Campaigns are one of the most powerful tools for young people to influence policy decisions
in North Macedonia. Over the years, several youth-led campaigns have succeeded in drawing
attention to critical issues and pressuring policymakers to act. These campaigns are often
organized by non-governmental organizations (NGOs), youth networks, and informal groups,
which mobilize young people around causes such as climate change, education reform, and
human rights.

a. Environmental Campaigns

Environmental activism among young people has grown significantly, with youth-led
organizations like “Go Green Macedonia” playing a pivotal role. This organization has been
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involved in campaigns advocating for sustainable development policies and raising awareness
about the importance of environmental protection. Youth have participated in protests, social
media campaigns, and collaborations with international environmental movements such as

“Fridays for Future”, calling on the government to adopt more robust environmental
regulations and green energy policies.

One prominent example is the campaign against air pollution in Skopje, which has long been
a major environmental concern. Through petitions, public demonstrations, and advocacy
efforts, young activists have demanded more stringent measures to tackle air pollution, which
has led to some policy shifts, including greater investment in green infrastructure and public
transport improvements.

b. Educational Reform Campaigns

Another area where youth activism has had a significant impact is education. Young people,
particularly university students, have organized several campaigns demanding improvements
in educational quality and access. The “Student Plenum”, a grassroots movement, emerged in
response to government-proposed reforms that were perceived as restrictive and detrimental
to academic freedom. Through protests and public campaigns, the movement succeeded in
halting some of these reforms, demonstrating the power of collective action in influencing
national policy.

Public Hearings and Consultations

Public hearings and policy consultations provide a more formal avenue for youth to engage
with policymakers. In North Macedonia, these processes are often initiated by government
bodies or international organizations working in partnership with local institutions. Although
young people may participate in these consultations, the level of their involvement depends
on several factors, including the issue at hand and the inclusivity of the process.

a. National Youth Councils

The National Youth Council of North Macedonia serves as the primary body representing
young people at the national level. It organizes consultations and provides recommendations
on various policies that affect youth. The Council plays a crucial role in ensuring that youth
perspectives are incorporated into policy discussions, particularly on issues such as
employment, education, and civic participation.

Young people can participate in these consultations by becoming members of the National
Youth Council or through affiliated youth organizations. These consultations typically
involve workshops, focus group discussions, and meetings with policymakers, offering a
platform for young people to express their concerns and propose solutions.

b. Local Youth Councils
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At the municipal level, the Local Youth Councils provide a more accessible way for young
people to participate in local policy-making. These councils are responsible for representing
youth interests and collaborating with local authorities on youth-related issues. While their
effectiveness varies by municipality, some Local Youth Councils have been instrumental in

advocating for better youth services, such as improved recreational facilities and youth
employment programs.

For instance, the Skopje Youth Council has been involved in consultations with the municipal
government on urban development projects, advocating for more youth-friendly spaces and
the inclusion of youth in city planning processes.

c. Government-Led Consultations

In addition to youth councils, the government occasionally organizes consultations with civil
society, including youth organizations, on specific policy issues. These consultations are
often part of broader efforts to align national policies with international standards,
particularly in the context of North Macedonia's aspirations for European Union membership.

For example, the EU Integration Process has opened up opportunities for young people to
participate in consultations related to youth employment, education, and digital
transformation. The National Youth Strategy itself was developed through a consultative
process that included input from young people and youth organizations across the country.

Youth and Political Participation

Beyond campaigns and consultations, young people in North Macedonia can also influence
policy decisions through political participation. While youth voter turnout has traditionally
been low, recent efforts by political parties and civil society organizations have aimed to
increase youth engagement in the political process.

a. Youth Wings of Political Parties

Many of North Macedonia’s political parties have established “youth wings”, which provide
a direct avenue for young people to influence party policies and, by extension, national policy
decisions. These youth wings play a role in mobilizing young voters during elections and
advocating for youth-related issues within their respective parties.

In recent years, some youth wings have been actively involved in shaping party platforms on
issues such as education reform, employment, and digitalization. However, their influence on
broader party decision-making remains limited, as senior party leaders typically hold more
sway over key policy decisions.

b. Youth in Local and National Elections

Youth participation in elections is another critical pathway for influencing policy decisions.
While the number of young candidates running for office remains relatively low, there have
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been instances where young leaders have successfully been elected to local and national

positions. These young politicians often bring fresh perspectives to the table, advocating for
policies that address the specific needs of young people.

In addition to running for office, young people can influence elections by participating in
voter education campaigns, volunteering for political campaigns, or joining civil society
initiatives that monitor electoral processes. These activities provide opportunities to ensure
that youth issues are prioritized by candidates and political parties.

Collaborations with International Organizations

International organizations, such as the United Nations (UN), the European Union (EU), and
various non-governmental organizations (NGOs), have played a significant role in promoting
youth participation in policy-making in North Macedonia. Through programs such as the
EU's Erasmus+, Youth in Action, and the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP),
young people are given platforms to engage in policy discussions, receive training on
advocacy and leadership, and participate in international exchanges.

a. EU Integration and Youth Involvement

As North Macedonia continues its path toward EU membership, young people have
opportunities to participate in the EU integration process, particularly through policy
consultations and dialogue platforms organized by EU institutions. These consultations focus
on issues such as education, employment, and environmental sustainability, all of which are
key priorities for the EU.

One such initiative is the EU Youth Dialogue, which involves youth from EU member states
and candidate countries in discussions on issues relevant to their future. Through these
dialogues, young people from North Macedonia can directly contribute to shaping EU
policies that will affect their country’s accession process.

b. Collaboration with NGOs and INGOs

Numerous local and international NGOs are working to promote youth participation in
policy-making in North Macedonia. Organizations like Innova Lab, the Youth Education
Forum (YEF), and Youth Alliance Krusevo have been instrumental in providing training,
mentorship, and advocacy opportunities for young people. These organizations often
collaborate with international partners, such as the National Democratic Institute (NDI), the
British Council, and the Open Society Foundation, to implement projects aimed at enhancing
youth engagement in public life.

Through these collaborations, young people can participate in policy dialogues, attend
leadership training programs, and gain skills in advocacy and campaigning.

Challenges to Youth Participation
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Despite the various opportunities for youth participation in policy-making, young people in

North Macedonia face several challenges that limit their ability to influence national
decisions effectively.

a. Limited Access to Decision-Makers

One of the primary barriers to youth participation is the lack of direct access to
decision-makers. While formal structures such as the National and Local Youth Councils
exist, many young people feel that their voices are not heard or taken seriously by politicians
and government officials. This disconnect often leads to frustration and disengagement from
the political process.

b. Lack of Awareness and Information

Many young people are not fully aware of the opportunities available to them for
participating in policy-making. This is partly due to a lack of information dissemination from
both government institutions and civil society organizations. Without adequate information,
young people are less likely to engage in public consultations or participate in campaigns that
could influence policy decisions.

c. Socio-Economic Barriers

Socio-economic factors also play a role in limiting youth participation. Young people from
disadvantaged backgrounds, such as those living in rural areas or from marginalized
communities, often lack the resources or support networks needed to engage in civic
activities. Initiatives to promote youth participation must be more inclusive and accessible to
all segments of the youth population, including those with fewer opportunities.

4. EU-Level Involvement in decision — making process

Introduction to EU policy-making institutions and processes.

There are 3 main institutions involved in decision-making in the EU: the European
Parliament, representing EU citizens; the Council of the European Union, which represents
the governments of the EU; The European Commission, representing the overall interests of
the EU. EU policies are usually decided through the ordinary legislative procedure (formerly
known as the "co-decision" procedure). This is a process in which the three main institutions
agree on legislation.

Preparation of EU law - Before the Commission proposes new initiatives, it assesses the
potential economic, social and environmental impact they may have. The Commission does
this by preparing a report called an "impact assessment" which sets out the advantages and
the shortcomings of political options. The impact assessment includes input from
non-governmental organizations, national authorities and industry, as well as expert groups
providing advice on technical issues. Individuals, businesses and organizations can provide
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feedback through public consultations (questionnaires) on the "Have your say" portal at The

commission. National parliaments can formally express their reservations if they think it
would be better to deal with an issue at national rather than EU level.

Review and adoption - Once the Commission presents its proposal, both the Parliament and
the Council review it and may propose amendments. Normally, the Parliament, Council and
Commission then meet to see if they can agree on a complete set of amendments. If the
Commission does not agree with any amendments, the Council can reject the objection only
with a unanimous decision. If the Commission considers that the proposal is excessively
modified by the amendments, it has the right to withdraw the proposal. If the three
institutions do not agree on a joint final text, it is carried out second reading. During the
second reading, the Assembly and the Council can propose additional amendments. The
Parliament can also block the proposal if it cannot agree with the Council. If the Parliament
and the Council agree on the amendments, the proposal can be adopted. If they cannot agree,
a conciliation commission is formed to try to find a solution. Both the Parliament and the
Council can block the proposal during the final stage of the second reading. The proposal is
adopted into law when the Parliament and the Council agree on a joint text, and it is
published in the Official Journal of the EU.

The EU Youth Strategy 2019-2027 is based on the Council Resolution of 26 November 2018.
The text suggests paying particular attention to the following points: Encouraging the
participation of young people in civic and democratic life; Connecting young people across
the European Union and beyond to encourage voluntary engagement, learning mobility,
solidarity and intercultural understanding; Support for youth empowerment through quality,
innovation and recognition of youth work.

EU funding for youth programs

Erasmus+ is an EU program to support education, training, youth and sports. For the period
2021-2027, 10.3% of the Erasmus+ budget — more than 2.5 billion euros — is intended for
activities in the field of youth.

DiscoverEU has become an integral part of the Erasmus+ youth group in 2021. This initiative
gives 18-year-olds the opportunity to travel around Europe for up to a month. This allows
them to discover the diversity and cultural heritage of Europe and connect with people from
all over the world. Europe.

European Solidarity Corps - Launched in October 2018, the European Solidarity Corps is an
initiative that aims to give young people aged 18-35 the opportunity to participate in
solidarity activities abroad or in their own country through volunteering, internships or work
in a range of areas such as health care and environmental protection. The European Solidarity
Corps, known until 2016 as the European Voluntary Service, is an international volunteering
program of the European Commission for young people to go individually or in teams to
another country, usually from one European country to another, to work for non-profit causes.
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Enhanced Youth Guarantee - Created in 2013, the Youth Guarantee is a scheme which

Other EU initiatives

ensures that young people receive a quality offer of employment, further education, an
apprenticeship or traineeship within four months of becoming unemployed or leaving formal
education. Given its success, the scheme was enhanced in 2020 based on the Council's
Recommendation entitled "Bridge to Jobs — Strengthening the Youth Guarantee".

Child Protection Policies - The Treaty of Lisbon introduced a goal for the EU to promote
children's rights, while the Charter of Fundamental Rights guarantees the protection of
children's rights by EU institutions as well as member states. On 15 February 2011, The
Commission adopted a communication entitled "The EU Agenda for the Rights of the Child".
Its aim is to confirm the strong commitment of all EU institutions and all Member States to
promote, protect and fulfill the rights of the child in all relevant EU policies. , as well as the
willingness to translate this commitment into concrete results. In 2016, the Parliament and the
Council adopted a Directive on procedural safeguards for children who are suspected or
accused persons in criminal proceedings. That directive should ensure that children who are
suspected or accused persons in the criminal procedure to be able to understand and follow
those procedures and use their right to a fair trial. It should also prevent children from
committing the crime again and encourage their social integration.

The rights of the child and the prevention of violence against children, youth, women and
other groups at risk are also protected and promoted within the framework of the Rights and
Values program (2021-2027).

On 24 March 2021, the Commission adopted a communication entitled "EU Strategy on the
Rights of the Child". The overarching ambition of this strategy is to build the best possible
life for children in the EU and around the world.

Young people and the media - Online technologies offer a great opportunity for children and
young people to benefit from digital learning and participate in public debate. However,
children can be particularly vulnerable to modern technology. The Audiovisual Media
Services Directive ensures that minors are protected from content which can damage them,
whether offered by traditional broadcasters or through on-demand services.

The European Youth Portal is a website that helps young people across Europe navigate the
many opportunities the EU offers in different areas of interest, such as volunteering, work,
learning, culture and creativity and many others.

European Youth Week - Every two years, the Commission, together with the Parliament,
organizes the European Youth Week, the aim of which is to celebrate youth activities in all
the countries participating in the Erasmus program and to present the various mobility
opportunities available to them. are offered to young people. in the EU.

European Year of Youth 2022 - On 22 December 2021, the Parliament and the Council
adopted Decision (EU) 2021/2316 on the European Year of Youth (2022). The overall aim
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was to strengthen the efforts of the EU, Member States and regional and local authorities,
together with civil society actors, to empower, honor, support and engage with young people,
including those with fewer opportunities. The year took place in context of the consequences
of the COVID-19 pandemic, in order to have a long-term positive impact on young people.
The EU is committed to ensuring a long-term legacy of the contributions and objectives of
the European Year of Youth 2022. To meet this goal, the Commission announced the "youth

check" in January 2024. This initiative will ensure that the impact of policies on young
people is systematically taken into account.

The "European Youth Capital" is an initiative created in 2009 by the European Youth
Forum. Every year, a European city is chosen as the European Youth Capital and given the
opportunity to highlight the innovative initiatives they launch for young people.

The Youth4Regions competition is intended for young journalists interested in EU regional
policy. Winners of the competition can receive training on European issues and mentorship
from senior journalists, as well as have the opportunity to participate in press trips to member
states organized by the Commission.

Youth Action Plan - On 4 October 2022, the Commission and the High Representative
announced the Youth Action Plan (2022-2027), which aims to engage young people around
the world in the EU's external action. On 28 November 2022, the Council adopted its
conclusions to support the involvement of young people worldwide in policy-making by
strengthening their participation and engagement in international forums and allocating the
necessary resources, with a focus on activist protection, empowerment, health and mobility.

European Youth Forum — its work is focused on what matters most to young people. From
leaving education and finding quality work, to protecting the sustainability of our planet and
listening to the voice of young people in European democracies.

5. Tools & Resources for Advocacy

Several terms are used for advocacy that differ from country to country, even when two
countries use the same language. In Mexico, the expression defensa publica can be heard,
while in neighboring Guatemala the term incidencia is used. In some languages there is
ambiguity between the words abogacia (Spanish) and advocacia (Portuguese).
Romanian-speaking countries emphasize that the term, which is written in English as
advocacy, is too closely related to lawyers and legal defense. All these words share a
common root - VOC or Vox, which means voice. In this context, ad-VOC-ACY means to
give voice to a group or population that is traditionally voiceless. From this it follows that
"representation" means speaking on behalf of another, in order to overcome the common and
general problems of a community or a target group. In an individual sense, advocacy means
speaking up to ensure that our voice is heard and to share our experiences with others in order
to create certain solutions.
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Other people living in our country should be involved in solving the problems, with whom
we will contribute to positive changes. Advocacy also means taking leadership and
influencing others. Advocacy is especially important for young people because they are the
voice that is most often not heard. This does not mean taking the position of power from the
adults because some of the young people do not even have the right to vote in the elections.
Or in the simplest terms advocacy is what we do to try to get what we want to possess.
Advocacy is the process of finding strategies and goals with appropriately designed activities
that target key stakeholders and decision makers. Advocacy is always aimed at influencing
specific policies, laws, regulations, programs and decisions made or established by specific
authorities or the private sector. Damping always involves time-limited campaigns or ongoing
actions undertaken for a specific need involving activities at the national, regional or local
level. One of the common definitions and understandings of advocacy is: "A set of
determined actions that are directed in support of a particular cause or need, actions that
influence some who want to build support for a particular cause/need, which in turn generates
influence on others of which they are required to support or provide influence to change
legislation relating to the problem". In Macedonia, there are several advocacy campaigns that
have different goals and tasks. Here are a few of the most common goals:

» Sensitization of the public or decision makers about specific problems or needs
* Pressure or influence on decision makers for certain solutions

* Change in legislation or work procedures that negatively affect the members of the
organization or the end users

* Providing solutions for a specific problem that applies to a target group
* Emphasizing a problem that has a negative impact on a certain group or citizens in general
* Ensuring a certain right

Many informally and formally organized groups of young people work to improve the
quality of life in the community, as representatives of public interests and to create lasting
social change, regardless of whether the goal is to improve the living conditions of
low-income people, prevent of pollution, creating equal opportunities for women, building a
better school system or improving the lives of young people.

Research shows that three things are needed to change policy, attitudes, and programs:
identifying problems, finding solutions, and advocating. Although defining problems and
finding possible solutions have long been used to promote change, the need for systemic
action through public advocacy has been overlooked.

In the previous step in planning a public advocacy campaign, we stated that the
communication channels (form or medium) we use to convey the message are very important
in conveying our message, and we must choose those that are most effective in reaching the
audience. These can be:
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* Speeches and presentations

* Letters * Face-to-face meetings
* Posters, flyers

* TV, radio or billboard advertising
« Signing petitions

* Public protests

* Debates

* Public announcements

* Media conferences

* Political forums etc.

LETTER WRITING

If we judge that the decision makers are not sufficiently informed about the topic we are
raising, then we will probably decide to send them an individual letter through an official
way. It gives us the opportunity to clearly and argumentatively present the problem, the
consequences and what we propose to do about that issue. A well-thought-out and
meticulously 28 29 written letter can get their attention if they recognize that we have put a
lot of effort into gathering the information and contacting them. If we have a broad base of
support, and the policy maker is not convinced that the issue we are promoting is important to
a large number of citizens, then a more appropriate tactic is to have multiple people send
letters to the same address at the same time.

SPEECHES AND PRESENTATIONS
The work of preparing a speech or presentation can be divided into 10 steps:
1. Defining the purpose of the speech or presentation.

2. Determining the target audience. Here the analysis of the target audience and the power
map can help us a lot.

3. Knowledge of the topic we are talking about.

4. Determination of audience interest. (what we want them to find out, learn and remember).
The purpose of the speech should contain about 25 words.
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5. What are the three things we want listeners to remember. We need to support each work

with an example, story or anecdote that will create an image and remain in the listeners'
memory.

6. Framing the content of the presentation using quotes, statistics, examples and other
interesting information.

7. Preparing an introductory word that will attract the attention of the audience.

8. Preparing a closing speech that will remain in the memory of the listeners. It could be one
in which we collectively call for action, envision the future, make a declaration, revisit our
opening remarks, and summarize our core purpose.

9. We need to provide information about the agenda of the event. Will there be other
speakers, who are we in order, will we be the first or last speaker, will there be a panel of
speakers?

10. When planning the speech, we should determine the time for questions and answers. How
much of our allotted time do we want to leave for questions and answers? During the speech,
we should focus mostly on three messages that we want to convey to the audience. The
average speech should not last more than 20 minutes. Sentences should be as short and
simple as possible. Generally speaking, our speech should not be longer than seven,
maximum ten printed pages. The so-called "rule of thumb" says: twelve lines of the text
should be spoken in one minute.

MEDIA AND PUBLIC ADVOCACY

Print media such as newspapers and magazines, as well as electronic media such as
television, radio and the Internet, can exert a great influence in the community. This influence
may be difficult to accurately measure, but it is certain that the media present many issues
and introduce fresh information that influence the building of public attitudes. The power of
the media is enormous, as it is an extremely effective way of communicating messages to the
general public. If used wisely, the media can put our topic on the agenda and exert direct
influence or pressure on decision makers. Our strategy should be aimed at using the media to
reach out to a wider audience to promote demands for positive change. In order to do this
segment of public advocacy successfully, we must know the basic rules of blunting with the
help of the media.

6. Opportunities for Further Learning

In terms of learning opportunities, a significant factor affecting young people in North
Macedonia is the availability of opportunities for continuous learning and development.
Many young people seek opportunities to acquire new skills and competencies throughout
their careers, and employers who provide such opportunities are often more successful in
attracting and retaining young talent.
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There are many ways for young people in North Macedonia to acquire opportunities for

further learning. Basically, two ways of cooperation can be distinguished: networking and
working in a coalition.

NETWORKING allows us to develop a network of contacts and allies who can informally
help us in our work. Good contacts can raise the credibility of the idea for which we stand.
These contacts can be made with other organizations working on the same problem,
journalists, academic citizens, key figures in the field we operate in, people involved in the
creation of policies and attitudes, etc. The network consists of individuals or groups united in
a superficially structured group. The network characterizes the exchange of information
and/or services. The network of contacts also provides us with a constant flow of information
on new developments which greatly saves us valuable time and funds in the research phase.
Allies can have more knowledge than we do and warn us of upcoming favorable
circumstances for exerting influence. Of course, by following the work of other
organizations, we will avoid unnecessary duplication of tasks. We will establish many
contacts naturally in the course of daily activities. However, it is also necessary to create
strategies with which we will gain sympathy among individuals or groups that we believe can
be of vital importance. When developing contacts we need to keep two key things in mind:

* People must have a reason for exchanging information with us. We need to convince them
of the importance of what we are doing and to unconditionally support it.

* Let's not forget to give back to our allies in the same way we expect them to help us. Then
we can expect them to return the favor.

EXCHANGE OF KNOWLEDGE AND SKILLS — Different groups have different talents,
knowledge and skills. Many more things can be done together. Coalitions can dramatically
increase the results of our advocacy work. They allow us to create common means of action
and use different advocacy tactics. Coalitions also demonstrate to our target groups that a
broader segment of the community is interested in the topic, thus lending weight to the
subject of our advocacy.

HOW TO ACHIEVE SUCCESSFUL COALITIONS?

* The coalition will work more successfully if we avoid excessive formalization of the
structure.

* If we respect the rules and procedures that exist inside the coalition.

» Make decisions as a group and delegate responsibilities evenly. To constantly exchange
information.

Negative sides of coalitions

* Coalitions can be time-consuming.
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* They need to be managed and meet the requirements for their maintenance, such as keeping
minutes, organizing meetings and maintaining contacts with all members.

* The most capable and loudest groups can dominate the coalition. A compromise needs to
be reached and different points of view reconciled.

» We must not lose sight of the goals of the coalition, because there is a danger that over time
the coalition will become a goal in itself.

» Coalition members should be allowed to work on tasks that lead to the achievement of the
coalition's goals. How to choose the right topic for association?

* We need to choose an important problem that will motivate people and move them into joint
action. Everyone has enough work anyway and they don't want to waste their time
unnecessarily.

* To determine the time limit for action and to achieve visible results in the shortest possible
period.

* The long-term goals of the coalition should be represented symbolically.

* To build connections for future joint relations and actions. « To encourage coalition
participants to master new skills.

* To reach a wider audience and send visible messages. Dynamics of relations within the
coalition Coalitions are complex. Common goals, the desire for joint action, but also
disagreements in taking certain steps, are usually simultaneously present in every coalition
and make it permanently dynamic.

Characteristics of a successful coalition

Successful coalitions do not lose their focus and every conflict that occurs within the
coalition produces results. Successful coalitions work on one or more issues, use dynamics
and are free from attempts to dominate. Successful coalitions must be rational and set
realistic goals that are achievable. They also lay the groundwork for future campaigns and
involve the general public. Norms in the coalition - basic rules for creating unity

UNDERSTANDING

1. Each member of the coalition should know how the other members come to decisions and
understand the consequences of that process when working in the coalition

2. To clarify the connection and diversity that exists among the members of the NORMI
coalition

1. Let's accept the different divisions of things (tasks).
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2. Gather enough information before acting. In most cases there are multiple sides to the
story.

3. To agree among ourselves on the language we should use in disagreements. We can get
along without distorting the motives and values of other members.

4. To break down what we have done as individual organizations and what we have done as
members of the coalition.

5. Not to inform the media to publicize the disagreements within the coalition. Disagreements
must be resolved within the coalition itself.

6. To share the success with everyone. When people and organizations work hard, they
should be rewarded.

PROCEDURES

1. At the very beginning of the work of the coalition, let's clarify how decisions will be made.
Let's be consistent with that process. Decision-making procedures should be clear, known to
all, accepted by all members and applied.

2. How will the meetings of the governing board/assembly of the coalition be organized and
conducted? Issues relating to these procedures can cause conflict, even when there is good
will on the part of all. They are most easily overcome by setting clear ground rules that
coalition members will agree to.

3. To prepare in advance the procedures for resolving situations in which major
disagreements arise or persist.

4. Under what conditions can some closed discussions be reopened?

7. Case Studies & Success Stories

The decision-making process of youth policies includes other institutions / ministries in
N.Macedonia such as: Ministry of Education and Science, Ministry of Labor and Social
Policy, Employment Service Agency, Education Development Bureau, National Agency for
European Educational Programmes and Mobility, Local Self-Governments etc. Based on the
adopted Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies, the Law envisages the establishment
of a National Advisory body for youth policies, which is defined to have an advisory and
supervisory role regarding youth policies and activities for youth. The structure of this body
will be composed of 9 representatives of the youth sector, and no more than 8 representatives
of state institutions, based on articles in the Law.

According to a decision of the Government, in July 2021, at this session, the Government
reviewed and adopted the information on the establishment of a National Advisory Body for
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Youth Policies and tasked the Agency for Youth and Sports, the Ministry of Labor and Social
Policy, the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of Local Self-Government, the Ministry of
Culture, the Ministry of Education and Science, Ministry of Health and Ministry of Finance,

to appoint a representative to the National Advisory Body for Youth Policies, by June 30,
2021.

At the local level, the Local Self-Government is responsible for decision making. The
decision making is based on the existence of Local Youth Strategies (where adopted). Most of
the Local Self-Governments integrated Local Youth Councils as an advisory body within the
municipalities.

According to the Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies, all municipalities in North
Macedonia are obligated to establish Local Youth Councils, as well as adopt a Local Youth
Strategy, within a year of its adoption, however there have been delays in the
implementation. So far, we have established Local Youth Councils in only 19 municipalities,
which is 23% from the total number of municipalities within the country. According to the
Law on Youth Participation and Youth Policies, Article 16 states that Local Youth Councils
should be established in 81 municipality, which is the total number of municipalities within
the territory of North Macedonia.

Following the adoption of the Law, the Agency for Youth and Sports together with the OSCE
Mission to Skopje in June 2021 published a Manual for Local Youth Councils, a document
aimed to support the creation of Local Youth Councils, as well as inform the Municipalities
and the members of the Councils what their roles are.

Structured Dialogue is one of the most comprehensive and useful European practices for
dialogue between young people and decision-makers on issues of their concern as well as for
increasing the cooperation between young people and decision makers. Unfortunately, in the
Republic of North Macedonia there is still no national working group for Structured Dialogue
and there is no publicly available information whether and to what extent young people in
North Macedonia use this mechanism.

Following the example of the European Parliament and other Western European parliaments,
the Parliament of the Republic of North Macedonia has established a Club on Youth Affairs
and Policies. The Club is an informal body in the Assembly of the Republic of North
Macedonia, composed of members of all parliamentary parties whose goal is to realize the
interest of the youth in the Republic of North Macedonia, in cooperation with youth
organizations, informal youth groups and youth wings of political parties.

Main Themes

The priorities set in the National Youth Strategy 2023-2027 comply with the priorities
defined with the EU Youth Strategy — Investing and Empowering.
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The strategy reflects the views and priorities of the youth for the present and the future of the
country and is based on the strategic determination of the Government to work with and for
young people, striving to provide conditions in which young people reach their full potential.
The Strategy is a strategic document that results from commitments defined by the Law on
Youth Participation and Youth Policies and represents a key mechanism for promotion of

youth policies and recognition of the needs of the youth in the country.
The following priorities are included in the National Youth Strategy:

Youth participation

Youth information

Youth work

Education

Culture

Health

Entrepreneurship and pre-employment support
Security (violence)

All intended goals and measures aim to provide adequate support for all vulnerable groups of
young people and better recognition of their specific needs. Within thematic areas, everything
translated and a large number of horizontal topics and challenges such as: gender equality,
improving the environment, dealing with crises and shocks (such as COVID-19), and
digitalization. To define the goals and measures, policies and principles were taken into
account which are framed in the European Youth Strategy 2019-2029 as well as the
Sustainable Development Goals of United Nations.

The National Agency for Youth

The Agency of Youth and Sport was established in 2000. The AYS is the main public
authority at national level in charge of youth. It is a governmental body with its own budget
and responsibilities. Although it is not a ministry, it is an independent structure that is not
under any other particular governmental ministry and responds directly to the Prime Minister.
The AYS has three departments: The Department for Sport, the Department for Normative,
Legal and Economic Issues, and the Department for Youth.

The Department of Sport oversees the organization of sports, ensures legal compliance,
supports sports associations, and develops competition systems. It facilitates special programs
for talented students, monitors sports activities, and contributes to the national sports
development program. Additionally, it recognizes top amateur athletes, ensures health
standards in sports, plans and monitors financing, engages in international cooperation, and
conducts administrative and technical work within the Sports Council. Moreover, it supports
sports-related publishing activities and conducts analyses for sports development.

The Department of Youth performs activities related to the spheres of interest and needs of
the young population in the country and the recognition of the role of youth in the
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development of the Republic of Macedonia, as a positive driving force and promoter of new
values of society and the state, adhering to the National Strategy for youth which defines the
following priorities for action of state institutions and youth associations of citizens: social
development and social integration of young people through quality formal and non-formal
education; economic development of young people through youth entrepreneurship;
improving the quality of life of young people and active participation of young people in
public life and decision-making processes at national and local level.

8. Conclusion

The participation of young people in policy-making processes in North Macedonia is
enshrined in the country's legal framework through the Law on Youth Participation and Youth
Policies, as well as the National Strategy for Youth. While these structures offer formal
pathways for engagement, the practical challenges of limited awareness, resources, and
structural barriers still need to be addressed. Ongoing efforts by government, civil society,
and youth organizations are crucial to ensure that young people have the tools and
opportunities they need to meaningfully contribute to national policy-making and the overall
development of society.

Some commentators have argued that young people are disengaging from "traditional" forms
of participation and finding "alternative" or "innovative" forms to replace them. This is due to
growing political concern and evidence that suggests young people have been moving away
from established forms of democratic participation, such as increased abstention from voting
and declining membership in political parties.

Young people's active citizenship, inclusion, and contribution to the growth of democracy are
all strengthened when they participate in decision-making processes, whether they be
political, civic, civil society, or otherwise. Therefore, it is crucial to encourage this
involvement and to support the (positive) attitude of young people in order to improve their
involvement in the creation of inclusive and peaceful communities and to influence decisions
in democratic processes, whether at the national, regional, or local levels. Innovative
approaches to youth involvement look into how young people choose to get involved, if these
approaches allow them to be represented in decision-making, and which activities support
and strengthen democracy.

The opportunities for youth in North Macedonia to influence national policy decisions are
diverse and growing, but significant challenges remain. Through campaigns, public hearings,
policy consultations, and political participation, young people have the potential to shape
policies that affect their future. However, for this potential to be fully realized, there is a need
for greater access to decision-makers, more inclusive participation mechanisms, and targeted
efforts to overcome socio-economic barriers. Strengthening these avenues will ensure that the
